Across the country, at every level of every sport, everyone has the right to feel safe and to participate in an
accessible and inclusive sport environment, free from maltreatment, discrimination and regardless of ability,
race, gender identity and expression, sex and sexual orientation.

To do our part, ENS Board-approved, safe sport standards have been implemented in our programs. All Scotia
Series coaches/instructors/trainers, officials and person responsible* are required to comply with our
standards prior to their first competition. Adult athletes are strongly recommended to comply and by 2026, will
be required to have standards in place.

*A Person Responsible applies to the person (parent/guardian or trusted family friend) responsible for a junior-aged athlete at a
competition when their coach is not present.

2. NS Child Abuse Reqistry Check (free of charge)
